Matra-Simca Bagheera S crash — May 30th 2011 at

Crystal Palace
Fresh* from the Sunday Prescott Hill Climb meeting for French cars | disgraced
myself at Crystal Palace! | crashed the Bagheera into the Armco safety fence
just after the finish line on the Monday of the Crystal Palace Sprint. | was unhurt
but the front of “Baggy Joe**"although quite badly damaged, is very repairable.

*Maybe that should read “...not very fresh...”!
** “Baggy Joe” is so called because of the many different colour paint coats we
found when we started the “bare GRP” re-spray in 2009.

This was my first visit to Crystal Palace and the two practice runs on the track
went very well. It seems to suit the Bagheera's road holding and supercharged
power system very well. On the first practice run we were faster than my Alpine
Renault friend and 70aks member Tony Gomis in his Macardier CAN-AM race
car. | don't think he was really trying but | enjoyed the brief moment of glory!

P2 was not as quick as P1 but | was trying other gear change points and alterna-
tive racing lines though the corners. The first timed run felt really quick and my
time over the finish line was the fastest yet. But 20m after the finish line, with the
track starting to bear left after the run to the line (which a right hand bend), and
with my brain in neutral, | found that the two left hand wheels were on the earth
and not on the tarmac. In a moment the car was spinning and the front contacted
the Armco safety fence. We were going sideways at the time and all the impact
was along the front of the car. The car was flung backwards into the bushes on
the other side of the track and everything stopped! Red flags came out to say
there had been an accident and the safety teams went into action.

The whole nose and bumper are made from GRP and although looking quite
dramatic the supporting steel work did its “impact absorbing” task and the dam-
age is not too hard to repair. Baggy Joe will run again!

But just for the moment | must praise the marshals who were very quickly by my
side telling me very loudly "NOT TO MOVE ANYTHING - especially my head"! |
obeyed and after about 30 seconds he said "now move your head VERY
SLOWLY to make sure it is still attached". It was still attached and it was then
OK to take my helmet off. By this time the Ambulance and rescue truck had ar-
rived and they were trying and find the front tow hook. It had been mangled in
the impact and the wheels were on full left steering. The bumper had been
pushed back onto the tyres and we needed to remove the broken GRP wreckage
to free off the steering.

The Ambulance staff wanted me to come into their vehicle and be "checked
over" while | was more interested in helping the rescue team remove the GRP
nose cone to give access to the crushed bumper.



As | was heaving vigorously at the broken ends of the bumper | heard one Am-
bulance man say “I don't think he needs checking over!” He sounded disap-
pointed!

On the marshal’s instructions | started the engine and drove slowly out of the
hedge but there was water leaking from the area of the radiator and | stopped
again. They hooked Baggy onto the tow rope and we set off, very slowly, back
along the circuit to the trailer park.

As we emerged from the wooded finish line area into the main arena, where a
large number of spectators were watching, they started to cheer and clap. |
waved out of the driver’'s window and they cheered louder! All the way back to
the trailer park there were cheers and somebody said loudly “Well done Mate, at
least you were trying”. It was as though | had won my class, although possibly
better! Brilliant!

The rescue team loaded Baggy Joe onto our trailer and friends arrived on foot to
inspect the wreckage (and me)! We set off back to the Paddock to reassure our
other friends that there was no cause for alarm. Matra Club members Roy Gillard
and Chris House came over to see what happens when a Bagheera crashes
(happily a rare occurrence, so far) and were satisfied that | had survived and in
“relatively” good spirits. “Spirits” were what | needed but the large “Gin and
Tonic” had to wait until | had driven home! Graham Pryme (7Oaks) and many
others friends made a fuss of me and I felt something of a celebrity!

So a day that could have resulted in serious damage to both Baggy Joe and me
ended so much better than it might have done. As a relative new-comer to com-
petitive motorsport, after two decades of classic car shows and “polishing”, | am
very grateful to all those who organise these events and, in particular, the mar-
shals and rescue teams who play such a vital role when the drivers get “over-
exuberant”!

The commentator that afternoon, although he was right when he said that Baggy
Joe was a DIY restoration by my wife “Charlie” and myself, he could not have
known that Charlie died in January this year. Her lasting contribution to my sur-
vival was to say “If you really must start to compete, don’t skimp on the safety
stuff!” How right she was!

Note: Although unusual in the UK, over 40,000 Bagheeras were built by Matra
Automobiles in France and this one was first registered in 1977. All came with
three abreast seating and most had a 1442cc Simca engine just in front of the
rear wheels i.e. mid-engined. Graham Pryme’s Matra-Talbot Murena succeeded
the Bagheera and has either a 1.6 or 2.2 litre engine. Baggy Joe has the 1.6 litre
Murena engine with a Shorrock Supercharger (DIY installation).
